· Tim Sholander lieutenant for UPSET: Drugs are a community issue; UPSET created in 1998; now with 4 different offices all over the UP; address the problems in small communities; Prescription drugs are the largest issue; Poor prescribing practices that gets people addicted; investigating doctors’ offices; feel like it is a failure in not contacting doctor about patients overuse & selling but that is being changed and contact with doctors is increasing; Bringing the troubled to drug programs and treatment instead of jail; looking more further in backgrounds; Meth is the another UP problem drug; will do a refresher course with Powell Township EMS & Fire; will leave flyers & pamphlets that have anonymous numbers to better hear from the community; what to look for and what signs; looking for the source of the problem; fires being unattended who have been under suspicion of drug use can be a call to the police; UPSET is funded through grants, forfeitures, and donations.
